Chief Overweg has
not yet discussed this with 1%t & Arnies.

Nathan Hofer addressed the group. Nathan lives in this area and thinks this
intersection should be looked at for a 4-Way Stop because of the entrances at 1% &
Arnies and also due to the kids that cross the street to go to the pool during the
summer as there are no crosswalks. Mayor Toomey commented that he had
recently visited with neighbors in this area that would like a 4-Way Stop as there is a
constant stream of traffic which makes it difficult to back out on to 1% and they are
concerned about safety. Stephanie Ellwein, City Administrator, stated that she has
traveled this route for two years, four to seven times a day, to and from work and for
children’s activities. Stephanie commented that the traffic hasn’t changed since the
construction at 5™ & Burr and that it has remained busy. Stephanie also informed
the group that she has seen several almost accidents and kids almost being hit.
Stephanie commented that she was surprised that the stop signs had not been
switched when data from traffic studies indicated that the stop signs should be
located on 1%. Chief Overweg informed the group that the intersection does not
meet crash criteria; however, if data had numbers with east and west traffic and
north and south traffic fairly close in an eight-hour period, it could warrant for a 4-
Way Stop. This study did not meet that criteria.

Several Councilpersons mentioned that they had received calls in favor of changing
and others stating to leave the intersection the same. It was also discussed that
there are certain times when the traffic is heavier at this location.

There was discussion as to whether to go to a 4-Way Stop, switch the stop signs to
be on 1% and leaving them as is due to a big learning curve for drivers.

There was also discussion in regards to liability since two traffic studies have shown
that the stop signs should be on 1% and not on Foster. Justin Johnson, City Attorney,
asked if the federal guidelines are binding and also asked Chief Overweg what would
be the determent of changing the intersection. Chief Overweg stated that a national
study has shown that if a 4-Way Stop is not warranted and the guideline is not
followed there can actually be an increase in accidents. It was mentioned that a 4-
Way Stop could slow people’s speeds down; however, Chief Overweg stated that it
is never recommended to place a stop sign to control speed.

It was decided to conduct another traffic study at 1t & Foster once 5™ Street has
been reopened for a period of time.

Councilperson Allen made a motion to table the request until a new study can be
completed after the reopening of 5" Street. Councilperson Tronnes seconded the
motion with all members voting aye.



4. Request from Palace Transit for two temporary Palace Transit parking spots to
the west of the driveway on 7" Ave at Firesteel Healthcare located at 1120 E 7"
due to construction (see attached pdf’s).

Jessica Pickett, Community Services Director, informed the group that the parking lot
at Firesteel will not be available for pickups until construction is complete, which may
continue on into next year. There was a discussion in regards to how congested the
parking is in this area. Jessica will inform the group when the parking lot is available
again.

Councilperson Tronnes made a motion to approve two “15 Minute Bus Loading &
Unloading” temporary parking spaces, one on each side of the driveway located at

1120 E 7™ during construction. Councilperson Rice seconded the motion with all
members voting aye.

ADJOURNMENT

Councilperson Allen made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:59pm. Councilperson
Rice seconded the motion with all members voting aye.

The next Traffic Commission meeting is scheduled for Monday, October 17", 2016. The
time will be announced at a later date.

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the State of South Dakota, acting by and through
its Department of Transportation, referred to in this Agreement as the "STATE,” and the city of Mitchell, South
Dakota, referred to in this Agreement as the "GRANTEE.”

BACKGROUND:

1. Under 49 U.S.C Section 5311, as amended, the Section 5311 Program of the Fixing America's Surface
Transportation Act (FAST Act) Section 3007 offers federal assistance (capital, administrative, and
operating funds) for public transportation in rural and small urban areas, the goal of which is to enhance
access of people in nonurbanized areas for such purposes as health care, shopping, education,
recreation, public services, and employment by encouraging the maintenance, development,
improvement, and use of passenger transportation systems.

2. The Governor of the State of South Dakota, in accordance with a request by the United States
Department of Transportation, Federal Transit Administration, referred to in this Agreement as “FTA,” has
designated the STATE to evaluate and select projects proposed by eligible recipients and to coordinate
the grant applications.

3. The STATE and the GRANTEE want to secure and utilize grant funds for the transportation needs of
citizens living in rural and small urban areas of South Dakota.

THE STATE AND THE GRANTEE AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Purpose of Agreement. The purpose of this Agreement is to provide for the facilitation of

transportation services by the GRANTEE and to state the terms, conditions, and mutual understandings of
the parties as to the manner in which these services will be undertaken and completed.

Section 2. Scope of Project. The GRANTEE will undertake and complete the public transportation project
as described in the GRANTEE'S apptlication, referred to in this Agreement as the “PROJECT,” which
application is incorporated by reference, filed with, and approved by the STATE and FTA in accordance with
the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

Section 3. Period of Performance. The GRANTEE will commence, carry on, and complete the PROJECT

with all practicable dispatch, in a sound, economical, and efficient manner. All expenditures planned as a part
of the PROJECT will be allowed beginning October 1, 2018 and will be completed by September 30, 2017,
unless otherwise approved by the mutual consent of the STATE and the GRANTEE.
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Section 4. Cost of Project. Estimated PROJECT costs, as shown in the application budget, are for

programming purposes only. The STATE will pay actual eligible costs to the GRANTEE on a reimbursement
basis. The GRANTEE may request reimbursement for eligible costs in an amount up to, but not greater than
the following: a) FTA Section 5311 funds/State Supplemental funds-MAXIMUM limiting amount of three
hundred sixty-three thousand three hundred thirty-nine dollars and fwo cents ($363,339.02), subject fo
availability of Section 5311 funds/State Supplemental funds; b) Title ilI-B. funds-MAXIMUM limiting amount of
nineteen thousand six hundred ninety-seven dollars and zero cents ($19,697.00), subject fo availability of
Title II-B funds; and ¢} State Public Transportation funds-MAXIMUM limiting amount of seventy four
thousand two hundred eighty-one dollars and nine cents ($74,281.09); subject to availability of State funds;
as detailed in Budget No. 1 attached to and made a part of this Agreement as Exhibit H. Eligible costs for
this Agreement will be determined in compliance with U.S. Office of Management & Budget Circular
regulations found at 2 CFR Part 200. The GRANTEE will provide funds in an amount sufficient, together with
the grant, to assure payment of actual PROJECT costs. The GRANTEE will initiate and prosecute to
completion all actions necessary to provide the GRANTEE'S share of the PROJECT costs at, or prior to the
time these funds are needed to meet the PROJECT costs. The GRANTEE must provide revenues equal to at
least fifteen percent (15%) of total PROJECT administrative and operating costs (excluding certain
designated expenditures). The STATE will apply the revenue requirement when making reimbursement
payments to the GRANTEE.

Section 5. Purchase of Project Equipment. The GRANTEE will make PROJECT purchases, financed in

whole or in part, pursuant to this Agreement in accordance with applicable state law and the standards set
forth by the Uniform Administration Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal
Awards {2 CFR Part 200). The GRANTEE will make PROJECT purchases in conformity with the latest
approved PROJECT Budget. The GRANTEE will include the following provision in any advertisement or
invitation to bid for any procurement under this Agreement:

Statement of Financial Assistance:

This contract is subject to a financial assistance contract between the State of South Dakota and
the U.S. Department of Transportation.

Section 6. Contracts Under This Agreement. The GRANTEE will not assign any portion of the work to be

performed under this Agreement, or execute any contract, amendment, or change order, or obligate the
GRANTEE in any manner with any third party with respect to the GRANTEE'S rights and responsibilities
under this Agreement, without the STATE'S prior written consent.

Section 7. Compliance with SDCL § 1-56-10. The GRANTEE will comply with all requirements imposed by
South Dakota Codified Law (SDCL) § 1-56-10. The GRANTEE has signhed “State of South Dakocta Grant
Recipient or Subrecipient Attestation” to this effect, which is attached as Exhibit G and made a part of this

Agreement.

Section 8. Records and Reports. The GRANTEE will advise the STATE regarding the progress of the
PROJECT at such times and in such manner as the STATE and FTA may require, including, but not fimited
to, meetings and interim reports.
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The GRANTEE will maintain an accurate cost accounting system for all costs incurred in connection with the
PROJECT. The GRANTEE will produce for examination, books of accounts, bilis, invoices, and other
vouchers, or certified copies, if the originals be lost, at such reasonable time and place as the STATE may
designate. The GRANTEE will permit extracts and copies to be made during the PROJECT period and will
retain records for three (3) years after the date of final payment of federal funds to the GRANTEE and all
other pending matters are closed.

Section 9. Audit and Inspection. The GRANTEE will permit the STATE, the Comptroller General of the
United States, the Secretary of the United States Department of Transportation, or their authorized
representatives, to audit the GRANTEE'S books, records, and accounts pertaining to the PROJECT. This
Agreement is subject to the provisions of United States Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular
regulations found at 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart F, if the GRANTEE expends Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand
Dollars {$750,000.00) or more in federal funds during the GRANTEE fiscal year covered, in whole or in part

under this Agreement period. If the GRANTEE expends less than Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars
($750,000.00) in federal funds during the GRANTEE'S fiscal year, the STATE may perform a Performance
Review and Management Audit or Review related to the completion of the PROJECT objective, the
allowability of service or costs, and adherence to Agreement provisions.

All audits must be conducted by an auditor approved by the State Auditor General to perform the audit.
Approval may be obtained by forwarding a copy of the audit engagement letter to the Department of
Legislative Audit, 427 South Chapelle, c/o 500 East Capitol, Pierre, South Dakota 57501-5070. On continuing
engagements, the State Auditor General's approval should be obtained annually. Audits will be filed with and
approved by the State Auditor General by the end of the ninth month following the end of the fiscal year of the
entity being audited or thirty (30) days after receipt of the auditor's report, whichever is earlier.

Failure to complete audit(s) as required will result in the disallowance of audit costs as direct or indirect
charges to programs. Additionally, a percentage of awards may be withheld, overhead costs may be
disallowed, and awards may be suspended, untit the audit is completed satisfactorily.

Section 10. Termination.

(A) For Convenience. The STATE may, with the concurrence of FTA, terminate the PROJECT and cancel
this Agreement if both parties agree that the continuation of the PROJECT would not produce beneficial
resulis cornmensurate with the further expenditure of funds.

(B} For Cause. The STATE may, by written notice to the GRANTEE, terminate the PROJECT and cancel
this Agreement for any of the following reasons:

(1) The GRANTEE discontinues the use of the PROJECT equipment for the purpose of providing
transportation services to a segment of the general public, as defined by age, disability, or low
income, during the equipment’s useful life.

(2) The GRANTEE takes any action pertaining to this Agreement without the STATE'S approval and
which under the procedures of this Agreement would have required the STATE'S approval.
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(3) The GRANTEE'S commencement, prosecution, or timely completion of the PROJECT is, for any
reason, rendered improbable, impossible, or illegal.

(4) The GRANTEE is in default under any provision of this Agreement.

(8) FTA fails to provide the STATE with sufficient federal funds to meet the STATE'S share of the
PROJECT costs.

(6) The GRANTEE fails to commence, maintain, or continue good faith efforts to coordinate transit
services with the public and other entities or organizations providing transit services in the
PROJECT area.

(C) Action Upon Termination. Upon termination of the PROJECT and cancellation of this Agreement under
the provisions of paragraph (A) or (B) of this Section, the GRANTEE will dispose of the PROJECT
equipment in accordance with the Office of Management and Budget regulations found at 2 CFR Part
200.

Section 11. Agreement Changes. This Agreement may not be amended, except in writing, which writing will
be identified as a part of this Agreement, and be signed by an authorized representative of each of the
parties.

Section 12. Interest of Members of or Delegates to Congress. No member of, or delegate to, the
Congress of the United States will be admitted to any share or part of this Agreement, or fo any benefit

arising from this Agreement.

Section 13. Prohibited Interest. No member, officer, or employee of the GRANTEE, during the
GRANTEE'S tenure or within one (1) year thereafter, will have any interest, direct or indirect, in this
Agreement or its proceeds.

Section 14. Equal Employment_Opportunity. In connection with the execution of this Agreement, the

GRANTEE will not discriminate against any employee, or applicant for employment, because of race,
religions, color, sex, disability, or national origin. Such actions will include, but not be limited to, the following:
employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer, recruitment, or advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay,
or other forms of compensation, and selection for training, including apprenticeship.

Section 15. Civil Rights. The GRANTEE will comply with all the requirements imposed by Title VI of the Civil
Rights Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252) and the regulations of the U.S. Department of Transportation issued the
Act. The GRANTEE has signed Local Civil Rights Assurances to this effect which is attached as Exhibit A
and made a part of this Agreement.

The GRANTEE will provide services in compliance with the Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990, and any
amendments. The GRANTEE has signed Americans With Disabilities Assurance to this effect which is
attached as Exhibit B and made a part of this Agreement.

The STATE, in accordance with Title V1 of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, 78 Stat. 252, 42 U.3.C. 2000d to
2000d-4 and Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Department of Transportation, Subtitle A, Office of
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the Secretary, Part 21, Nondiscrimination in Federally-Assisted Programs of the Department of
Transportation issued pursuant to such Act, nofifies all bidders that it will affirmatively insure that in any
contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, minority business enterprises will be afforded full
opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the
grounds of race, color, sex, age, disability, or national origin in consideration for an award.

Section 16. Disadvantaged Business Enterprises. In connection with the performance of this Agreement,
the GRANTEE will cooperate with the STATE in meeting the STATE'S commitments and goals with regard to
the maximum utilization of Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE) and will use the GRANTEE'S best

efforts to insure that Disadvantaged Business Enterprises have maximum practicable opportunities to
compete for subcontract work under this Agreement. The GRANTEE will carry out applicable requirements of
49 CFR Part 26 in the award and administration of United States Department of Transportation (USDOT)
assisted contracts. Failure by the GRANTEE to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this
Agreement, which may result in termination of this Agreement or such other remedy as the STATE deems
appropriate. The STATE'S DBE program, as required by 49 CFR Part 26 and as approved by the USDOT, is
incorporated in this Agreement by reference.

Section 17. Charter Bus and School Bus Provisions.

{A) In connection with equipment and funding provided for the PROJECT, the GRANTEE will meet the latest
federal charter requirements.

(B) In connection with equipment and funding provided for the PROJECT, the GRANTEE will not engage in
school bus operations exclusively for the transportation of students and school personnel in competition
with private school bus operators. Equipment must remain open to the public at all times and be clearly
marked for public use.

(C) The GRANTEE will include the following requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000.00,
financed in whole or in part with federal assistance provided by the FTA:

(1) Charter Bus: The GRANTEE will comply with 49 U.S.C. 5323(d) and 49 CFR Part 604, which
provides that recipients and subrecipients of FTA assistance are prohibited from providing
charter service using federally funded equipment or facilities if there is at least one private
charter operator willing and able to provide the service, except under one of the exceptions at 49
CFR 604.9. Any charter service provided under one of the exceptions must be “incidental,” and it
must not interfere with or detract from the provision of mass transportation.

(2) School Bus: Pursuant to 69 U.S.C. 5323(f) and 49 CFR Part 605, recipients and subrecipients of
FTA assistance may not engage in schoo! bus operations exclusively for the transportation of
students and school personnel in competition with private school bus operators unless qualified
under specific exemptions. When operating exclusive school bus service under an allowable
exemption, recipients and subrecipients may not use federally funded equipment, vehicles, or
facilities.
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(D) Agreement with All Registered Charter Providers: The GRANTEE may provide charter service directly
to a customer consistent with an agreement entered into with all registered charter providers in the
GRANTEE'S area. The GRANTEE is allowed to provide charter service up o ninety (80) days without
an agreement with a newly registered charter provider in the geographic service area subsequent to
the initial agreement. Any parties to an agreement may cancel the agreement after providing ninety
{90) days’ written notice to the GRANTEE.

Section 18. Subcontracts. The contréctor or subcontractor will insert in any -subcontracts the clauses set
forth in this Agreement and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower
tier subcontracts. The prime contractor will be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier
subcontractor with the clauses set forth in this section.

The contractor of subcontractor must insert in any subcontracts the clauses contained in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)
through (10) and such other clauses as the FTA may by appropriate instructions require, and also a clause
requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor
will be responsible for the compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with all the contract
clauses in 29 CFR 5.5.

Section 19. Labor Protection Warranty. The following language is made a part of this Agreement as

required by the U.S. Department of Labor. The GRANTEE acknowledges that by accepting this Agreement,
the GRANTEE accepts full responsibility for the protection of labor described as follows: -

(A) General Application. The STATE agrees, in the absence of waiver by U.S. Department of Labor, the
terms and conditions of this warranty, as set forth below, will apply for the protection of the employees of
any employer providing transportation services assisted by the PROJECT, and the transportation related
employees of any other surface public transportation providers in the transportation service area of the
PRQJECT.

The STATE will provide to the U.S. Department of Labor, and maintain at all times during the PROJECT,
an accurate, up-io-date Iisting of all existing transportation providers which are eligible Recipients of
transportation assistance funded by the PROJECT, in the transportation service area of the PROJECT,
and any labor organizations representing the employees of such providers.

Certification by the STATE to the U.S. Department of Labor that designated the GRANTEE has indicated
in writing acceptance of the terms and conditions of the warranty arrangement wilt be sufficient to permit
the flow of Section 5311 funding in the absence of a finding of noncompliance by the U.S. Department of
Labor.

(B) Standard Terms and Conditions.

(1) The PROJECT will be carried out in such a manner and upon such terms and conditions as will not
adversely affect employees of the GRANTEE or the employees of any other surface public
transportation provider in the transportation service area of the PROJECT. The GRANTEE and any
other legally responsible party designated by the STATE are obligated to assure that any and all
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transportation services assisted by the PROJECT are contracted for and operated in such a manner
that they do not impair the rights and interests of affected employees. The term “PRCJECT,” as
used in this Agreement, will not be limited to the particular facility, service, or operation assisted by
federal funds, but will include any changes, whether organizational or otherwise, which are a result
of the assistance provided. The phrase “as a result of the PROJECT" will, when used in the Unified
Protective Arrangement for Application to Capital and Operating Assistance Projects Pursuant to
Section 5333(b) of Title 49 of the U.S. Cede, Chapter 53, referred to in this Agreement as the
‘Arrangement,” include events related to the PROJECT occurring in anticipation of, during, and
subsequent fo the PROJECT and any program of efficiencies or economics related to the
PROJECT,; provided, however, that volume rises and falls of business, or changes in volume and
character of employment brought about by causes other than the PROJECT (including any
economics or efficiencies unrelated to the PROJECT) are not within the purview of this
Arrangement.

An employee covered by this Arrangement, who is not dismissed, displaced, or otherwise worsened
in position with regard to his/her employment as a result of the PROJECT, but who is dismissed,

~displaced, or otherwise worsened solely because of the total or partial termination of the PROJECT,

discontinuance of the PROJECT services, or exhaustion of the PROJECT funding will not be
deemed eligible for a dismissal or displacement allowance within the meaning of Section 5311,
Paragraphs (6) and (7) of the Arrangement or applicable provisions of comparable substitute

Arrangements.

(a) ‘Where employees of the GRANTEE are represented for collective bargaining purposes, all the
PROJECT services provided by the GRANTEE will be provided under, and in accordance
with, any collective bargaining agreement applicable to such employees which is then in effect.

(b) The GRANTEE or legally responsible party will provide to all affected employees sixty (60)
days' notice of intended actions which may result in displacements or dismissals or
rearrangements of the working forces. In the case of employees represented by a union, such
notice will be provided by cerfified mail through their representatives. The notice will contain a
full and adequate statement of the proposed changes, and an estimate of the number of
employees affected by the intended changes, and the number and classifications of any jobs
in the GRANTEE’S employment available to be filled by such affected employees.

(c) The procedures of this subparagraph will apply to cases where notices involve employees
represented by a union for collective bargaining purposes. At the request of either the
GRANTEE or the representatives of such employees, negotiations for the purposes of
reaching agreement with respect to the application of the terms and conditions of this
Arrangement will commence immediately. If no agreement is reached within twenty {20} days
from the commencemant of negotiations, any party to the dispute may submit the matter to
dispute setflement procedures in accordance with paragraph (4) of this warranty. The

foregoing procedures will be complied with and carried out prior to the institution of the
intended action.

For the purpose of providing the statutory required protections including those specifically mandated
by 49 U.S.C. Section 5333(b}, STATE will assure as a condition of the release of funds that
GRANTEE agrees to be bound by the terms and conditions of the National (Model) Section 5333(b)
agreement’ executed July 23, 1975, identified below, provided that other comparable arrangements
may be substituted therefore, if approved by the U.S. Secretary of Labor and certified for inclusion
in these conditions.

Any dispute or controversy arising regarding the application, interpretation, or enforcement of any of
the provisions of this Arrangement which cannot be settled by and between the parties at interest
within thirty (30) days after the dispute or controversy first arises, may be referred by any such party
to any final and binding disputes settiement procedure acceptable to the parties, or if they cannot
agree upon such procedure, to the U.S. Department of Labor or an impartial third party designated
by the U.S. Department of Labor for final and binding determination. The compensation and
expenses of the impartial third party, and any other jointly incurred expenses, will be borne equally
by the parties to the proceeding and all other expenses will be paid by the party incurring them.

In the event of any dispute as to whether or not a particular employee was affected by the
PROJECT, it will be employee's obligation to identify the PROJECT and specify the pertinent facts
of the PROJECT relied upon. It will then be the burden of either the GRANTEE or the STATE to
prove that factors other than the PROJECT affected the employees. The claiming employee will
prevail if'it is established that the PROJECT had an effect upon the employee even if other factors
may also have affected the employee.

The GRANTEE, or other legally responsible party designated by the STATE, will be financially
responsible for the application of these conditions and will make the necessary arrangements so
that any employee covered by these Arrangements, or the union representative of such employee,
may file claim of violation of these Arrangements with the GRANTEE within sixty (60) days of the
date employee is terminated or laid off as a result of the PROJECT, or within eighteen (18) months
of the date his/her position with respect to his/her employment is otherwise worsened as a result of
the PROJECT. In the latter case, if the events giving rise to the claim have occurred over an

'Such protective arrangements shall include, without being limited to, such provisions as may be necessary for (1)
the preservation of rights, privileges, and benefits (including continuation of pensions rights and benefit(s) under
existing collective bargaining agreements or otherwise; (2) the continuation of collective bargaining rights; (3) the
protection of individual employees against a worsening of their positions with respect to their
employment; (4) assurances of employment to employees of acquired mass transportation systems and priority of
reemployment of employees terminated or laid off; and (5) paid training and retraining programs. Such arrangements
shall include provisions protecting individual employees against a worsening of their positions with respect to their
employment which shall in no event provide benefits less than those established pursuant to Section 5(2)(f) of the Act
of February 4, 1887 (24 Stat. 379), as amended.

extended period, the 18-month fimitation will be measured from the last such event. No benefits will
be payable for any pericd prior te six (6) months from the date of the filing of any claim.

Nothing in this Arrangement will be construed as depriving any employee of any rights or benefits
which such employee may have under existing employment or collective bargaining agreements,
nor will this Arrangement be deemed a waiver of any rights of any union or of any represented
employee derived from any other agreement or provision of federal, state, or local law.

If any employee covered by these Arrangements is terminated or laid off as a result of the
PROJECT, the GRANTEE wili give this employee priority of employment or reemployment to fill any
vacant position within the control of the GRANTEE for which employee is, or by training or retraining
within a reasonable period, can become qualified. If training or retraining is required by such
employment or reemployment, the GRANTEE or other legally responsible party designated by t.he
STATE will provide or arrange for others to provide for such training or retraining at no cost to the

employee.

The GRANTEE will post, in a prominent and accessible place, a notice stating that the GRANTEE
has received federal assistance under the 49 U.S.C. Chapter 53 and has agreed to comply with the

) provisions of 49 U.S.C. Section 5333(b). This notice will also specify the terms and conditions set

forth in this Agreement for the protection of employees. The GRANTEE will maintain and keep on
file all relevant books and records in sufficient detail as to provide the basic information necessary to
the proper application, administration, and enforcement of these Arrangements and to the proper
determination of any claims arising thereunder.

Any labor organization which is the collective bargaining representative of employees covered by
these Arrangements may become a party to these Arrangements by serving written notice of its
desire to do so upon the GRANTEE and the U.S. Department of Labor. In the event of any
disagreement that such labor. organization represents covered employees, or is otherwise eligible to
become a party to these Arrangements, as applied to the PROJECT, the dispute as fo whether
such organization will participate will be determined by the U.S. Secretary of Labor.

If the PROJECT is approved for assistance under 49 U.S.C. Chapter 53, the foregoing terms and
conditions will be made part of the agreement of assistance between the federal government and
the STATE or the GRANTEE of federal funds; provided however, that this Arrangement will not
merge into the agreement of assistance, but will bae independently binding and enforceable by and
upon the parties thereto, and by any covered employee or hisfher representative, in accordance
with its terms, nor will any other employee protective agreement merge into this Arrangement, but
each will be independently binding and enforceable by and upon the parties thereto, in accordance
with its terms.

C) Waiver. As a part of the grant approvai process, either the GRANTEE or the STATE may, in writing, seek
from the U.S. Secretary of Labor a waiver of the statutory required protections. The Secretary will waive
these protections in cases where at the time of the requested waiver the Secretary determines that there

are no employees of the GRANTEE or of any other surface public transportation providers in the
transportation service area who could be potentially affected by the PROJECT. The U.S. Department of
Labor will give a 30-day notice of propesed waiver and, in the absence of timely objection, the waiver will
become effective at the end of the 30-day notice pericd. In the event of timely objection, the U.S.
Department of Labor will review the matter and determine whether a waiver will be granted. In the
absence of waiver, these protections will apply to the PROJECT.

Section20. Transit Employee Protective Arrangements. The GRANTEE will comply with applicable

transit employee protective requirements as follows:

(A) General Transit Employee Protective_ Requirements. To the extent that FTA determines that transit
operations are involved, the GRANTEE will carry out the transit operations work on this Agreement in
compliance with terms and conditions determined by the U.S. Secretary of Labor to be fair and
equitable to protect the interests of employees under this Agreement and to meet the employee
protective requirements of 48 U.S.C. A-5333(b) and U.S. DOL guidelines at 29 CFR Part 215, and any
amendments. These terms and conditions are identified in the letter of certification from the U.S. DOL to
FTA applicable to the GRANTEE'S PROJECT from which the federal assistance is provided to support
work on this Agreement. The GRANTEE will carry ouf that work in compliance with the conditions stated
in said U.S. DOL letter.

(B) The GRANTEE will include any applicable requirements in each subcontract involving transit
operations financed in whole or in part with federal assistance provided by the FTA.

Section 21. Accessibility Requirements. The GRANTEE'S facilites will be accessible to the

semiambulatory and nonambulatory to the extent necessitated by focal conditions, as stated in Exhibit A,
and in compliance with federal accessibility requirements as set forth in Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act
of 1973 (49 CFR Part 27).

Should the accessibility needs of the area’s residents change in the future and additional accessibility
features be required, the GRANTEE agrees to take action appropriate fo retrofit vehicles and facilities in such
a way as to satisfy the accessibility needs of the area. To assist the GRANTEE, the STATE will reserve a
portion of new Section 5311 funds if these funds become available for future retrofit projects.

Section 22. Questions of Fact/Disputes. Any question of fact or dispute with work not disposed of by

agreement between the parties will be referred to the Program Manager, Office of Air, Rail, and Transit,
South Dakota Department of Transportation or designee, for determination, whose decision will be final and
conclusive to the parties to this Agreement.

Section 23. Insurance. The GRANTEE will maintain adequate general liability, workers' compensation, and
automobile liability insurance during the period of this Agreement.

Section 24. Indemnification. The GRANTEE will indemnify the STATE, its officers, agents, and employees
against any and all actions, suits, damages, liability, or other proceeding which may arise as a result of the
GRANTEE performing services under this Agreement. This section does not require the GRANTEE fo be
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responsible for or defend against claims or damages arising solely from acts or omissions of the STATE, its
officers, agents, or employess.

Section 25. Integrity. The GRANTEE agrees that any persons or entities, that by defined events or behavior
potentially threaten the integrity of federally administered non-procurement programs, are excluded from
participation in FTA-assisted programs.

Section 26. Debarment and Suspension. The GRANTEE will comply with the federal requirement for

debarment, suspension, and other responsibility matters. The GRANTEE has signed the certification for
debarment, suspension, and other responsibility matters to this effect which is attached as Exhibit D and
made a part of this Agreement.

Section 27. Commercial Driver's License and Drug Testing. The GRANTEE will comply with the

requirements for commercial driver's license and drug and alcohol testing. Any party receiving
reimbursements with Section 5311 funds is required to certify annualty that it is in compliance with FTA
regulations concerning drug and alcohol testing and must submit an annual report to the STATE. The
GRANTEE has signed the Certification of Compliance with FTA Anti-drug and Misuse Prevention Program to
this effect which is attached as Exhibit C and made a part of this Agreement.

Section 28. Drug-free Workplace. The GRANTEE will maintain a drug-free workplace for all employees and
must have an antidrug policy and awareness program. The GRANTEE must comply with all requirements of
49 CFR Part 32. The

Section 29. Energy Efficiency and Clean Air Act. The GRANTEE will comply with mandatory standards

and policies relating to energy efficiencies, including the requirements contained in ASHRAE Standard
90:1-1999 and the Energy Policy and Conservation Act, 42 U.S.C. 6321 which, among other things,
authorized development and implementation of State energy conservation plans. The GRANTEE will
comply with sections 306 and 508 of the Clean Air Act of 1985, which establishes, among other things,
national standards for vehicle emissions. 42 U.S.C. 7401, et seq. The GRANTEE will comply with
Executive Order 11738 and EPA regulations.

Section 30. No Government Obligation to Third Parties. The GRANTEE acknowledges and agrees

that, notwithstanding any concurrence by the federal government in or approval of the solicitation or
award of the underlying contract, absent the express written consent by the federal government, the
federal government is not a party to this Agreement and will not be subject to any obligations or liabilities
to the GRANTEE or any other party (whether or not a party fo that contract) pertaining to any matter
resulting from the underlying contract.

The GRANTEE will include the above clause in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with federal
assistance provided by FTA. The GRANTEE will not modify the above clause, except to identify the
subcontractor who will be subject to its provisions.
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Section 31. Privacy Act. if the GRANTEE maintains files on drug and alcohol enforcement activities for
FTA, and those files are maintained in such a way that information could be retrieved by personnel
identified, then all requirements of the Privacy Act apply.

Section 32. Program Fraud and False or Fraudulent Statements or Related Acts. The GRANTEE
acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986, as amended, 31

U.5.C. § 3801 ef seq. and U.S. DOT regulations, “Program Fraud Civil Remedies,” 49 C.F.R. Part 31,
apply to the GRANTEE'S actions pertaining fo the PROJECT. Upon execution of the underlying
agreementi, the GRANTEE certifies or affirms the truthfulness and accuracy of any statement the
GRANTEE has made, makes, may make, or causes to be made, pertaining to the underlying agreement
or the FTA assisted project for which this agreement work is being performed. In addition to other
penalties that may be applicable, the GRANTEE further acknowledges that if the GRANTEE makes, or
causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification, the
federal government reserves the right to impose the penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of
1986 on the GRANTEE to the extent the federal government deems appropriate.

Section 33. Employee Political Activity. To the extent applicable, the GRANTEE agrees to comply with
the provisions of the Hatch Act, 5 U.S.C. 1501-1508 and 7324-7326, and US Office of Personnel
Management regulations, “Political Activity of State and Local Officers or Employees,” 5 CFR Part 151.

The Hatch Act limits the political activities of state and local agencies and their officers and employees,
whose principal employment activities are finance in whole or in part with federal funds including a federal
grant, cooperative agreement, or loan. Nevertheless, in accordance with 49 U.S.C. 5323(1)(2) and 23
U.S.C. 142(g), the Hatch Act does not apply to a nonsupervisory employee of a public fransportation
system (or of other agencies or entities performing related functions) receiving FTA assistance to whom
the Hatch Act would otherwise apply.

Section 34. Title VI Assurance. The GRANTEE will be bound by Exhibit E, attached to and made a part
of this Agreement, said assurance being entitted, “STANDARD TITLE VINONDISCRIMINATION
ASSURANCES APPENDIX A &E.”

Section 35. Certification Regarding Lobbying. The GRANTEE certifies, to the best of the GRANTEE’S
knowledge and belief, that no federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of
the GRANTEE, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any
agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of
Congress in connection with the awarding of any federal contract, the making of any federal grant, the
making of any federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension,
continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of a federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative
agreement. If any funds other than federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any of the
above mentioned parties, the GRANTEE will complete and submit Standard Form LLL, “Disclosure Form
to Report Lobbying,” in accordance with its instructions.
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The GRANTEE will require that the language of this certification be included in the award documents for
all subawards at all tiers (including subcontracts, subgrants, and contracts under grants, loans, and
cooperative agreements) and that all subrecipients will certify and disclose accordingly. This cettification
is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when this transaction was made or
entered into. Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making or entering into this transaction
imposed by section 1352, title 31, U.S. Code. Any person who fails to file the required certification will be

_ Review August 23, 2016 meeting with Fyra — Joe Kippes gave an overview to the Committee of
the August 23 trip to Omaha to meet with Fyra Engineering to review the core sample test
results that were taken this past winter. Attending this trip were Mayor Toomey, Park & Rec
Director Nate Powell and Joe Kippes as well as a conference call which included Tim McGannon,
Susan Tjarks, Chad Nemec and Steve Rice. Joe Kippes opened the floor for discussion on
moving forward with Fyra’s lake improvement plan, with a proposed fee of $73,000 for steps 1
through three, noting the fee to be $71,00 as the core sample tests have already been done.
Mike Kuchera asked for clarification on what the 3 steps covered and expected time frame. Joe
Kippes stated his understanding is the plan would cover the following: Define issues; Develop
Water/Nutrient mass balance models; Determine pollutant loads: Develop water quality lake
response model; Initiate community-based planning process {CBPP) and would potentially take
6-8 months maybe longer. After the completion of the first three steps the next phase would
be the project formulation phase with an estimated cost between $100,000-$300,000, Fyra
would work with stakeholder agencies and funding partners to seek out grant funding partners
to identify potential grant opportunities and begin preliminary designs and cost estimates.
Once this phase is completed the project would move into the final implementation or Design,
Permitting and Construction Phase. The cost of this phase is unknown, however, Fyra did note
they estimate the City could receive up to 60 percent of the project’s funding from grants.
Public Works Director Tim McGannon stated “I'm buying what Fyra is selling, the way they talk
statistics and modeling they know what they are talking about and | think they are honest.”
Public Input - State Senator Mike Vehle, R-Mitchell stated that whatever the City Council
decides people want to see results soon. It’s like planning a tree, the best to plant one was 20
years ago, the second best time is now. Chad Nemec said his main concern is if we do nothing
we know the end result will be, it won’t be good as we will have a dead lake. After a lengthy
discussion Mark Puetz made a motion to move forward with Fyra’s Lake Improvement Plan
steps 1-3 at a cost of $71,000, Chad Nemec seconded the motion. Motion was approved and
carried with a 5-0 vote. Yeah votes from Joe Kippes, Chad Nemec, Mike Kuchera, John McLeod
and Mark Puetz. The Committee will make its formal request to the City Council at their
September 6, 2016 meeting at 6:30 p.m.

"The purpose for the requested easement is due to discovery that the current
American Garage Door (AGD) sign sits on a small piece of property owned by the
City. The real property where the AGD business sits is located on the NE corner of
1st Avenue and Sanborn and is owned by James River Property Group, LLC (my
client). AGD and the real property are currently in the process of being sold. A
survey was conducted which disclosed the location of the same and the title
insurance requires an easement from the City before they will issue a title policy.

From my investigation it appears that this sign has been there a long time but |
haven't been able to determine when it was erected.

automatically unless further renewed. Other provisions of the ordinance are not
changed.




ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE WHICH MODIFIES AND AMENDS BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT
DISTRICT NO. 2 WITHIN THE CITY OF MITCHELL BY ADJUSTING THE SUM AND
APPLICATION OF SUMS COLLECTED PURSUANT TO THE PER ROOM PER NIGHT
TAX ON RENTALS OF MOTEL AND HOTEL ROOMS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF MITCHELL, SOUTH DAKOTA AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1. (Recitals pursuant to SDCL Chapter 9-55)

The Governing Body of the City of Mitchell, SD, incorporates by reference all recitals
contained in previously adopted Ordinance No. 2441 as well as Ordinance No. 2521, which
amended Ordinance No. 2441, and supplements said recitals as follows:

1. All recitals made in Ordinance No. 2441 and Ordinance No. 2521 are and shall be
deemed incorporated herein by reference with the same effect as if set out herein in full,
except as modified and/or supplemented as hereafter provided.

2. The continuation of the Sports and Events Authority (SEA), and the various
activities undertaken by the SEA, contributes to the welfare of the youth citizens of the
City and State, contributes to an increase in weekend long sporting events in the City, and
helps maintain a competitive posture in respect to other cities and states in the region in
respect to attracting events to the City which will utilize sporting activities in the City,
particularly weekend long events during the non-tourist season.

3. The business improvement board required by SDCL 9-55-5 has been established
with members appointed by prior resolution of the City Government, and said board
remains in existence. Said board has, through majority vote of its members who are
business operators or users of space within the existing boundaries of BID No. 2 have
voted have voted to approve the amendments as provided in the Resolution of Intent
(Resolution No. 3378) and as further provided in this ordinance. For purposes of
compliance with SDCL Chapter 9-55, the City declares that said board exists prior to the
adoption of this ordinance and will continue after the adoption of this amendment, as
provided in prior resolutions of the Governing Body. Said board has recommended to the
Governing Body the modification of revenues to be raised under said BID No. 2 and the
use and application of the revenues collected pursuant thereto.

3. Hearing has been held as provided by law and the notice of hearing contained
with the previously enacted Resolution of Intent (Resolution No. 3378) and, at said
hearing, the Governing Body did receive evidence for and against the proposed
modification of revenues to be raised and the use and application thereof and any
objection(s) thereto did not equal or exceed a majority of the operators/owners of the
motels and hotels within BID No. 2.



4. The tax imposed and based on rooms rented by the lodging establishments (hotels
and motels) imposed upon transient guests does not exceed $2.00 per occupied room per
night.

5. The Resolution of Intent (Resolution No. 3378) relating to this ordinance was
adopted by the Governing Body on August 25, 2016.

6. The hearing on the proposed modifications of BID No. 2 was held on the 23rd day
of September, 2016 at 12:00 PM in the chambers of the Mitchell City Council, at City
Hall, 612 N Main, Mitchell, SD, following the notice period provided by law. No
objections to the proposed modifications were made at said hearing or, alternatively, any
objections made were less than a majority of the hotels and motels in the BID and were
insufficient in number as required by law to terminate the proceedings as referenced
herein.

7. The Business Improvement District (BID No. 2 as modified) was established
pursuant to SDCL Chapter 9-55.

8. The purposes of the district remain as declared in Ordinances 2441 and 2521.

The hotel/motel businesses located within BID No. 2, as previously expanded and
modified, will be subject to the business tax of $1.50 per room per night on occupied
rooms rented to transient guests, as the same is defined and provided in SDCL Chapter 9-
55. Said tax shall be temporary as hereafter further described.

9. All boundaries remain as provided in Ordinance 2521 and are hereby incorporated
by reference to the same legal effect as if set out in full.

Section 2.

Section 2 of Ordinance 2521, amending Section 4 of Ordinance 2441, (or as said
ordinance may be codified) The Tax., is hereby amended to read as follows:

The Tax. There is hereby imposed, re-imposed, or continued a Tax upon the
businesses within BID No. 2, subject to the limitations hereafter stated, of $1.50 per
night per rented room on all Lodging Establishments with the Tax to commence and
end, and with the revenue collected to be applied as hereafter provided. The Tax
shall be paid and reported to the City on a form or forms provided by the City
Finance Office.

Section 3.

Section 3 of Ordinance 2521, amending Section 5 of Ordinance 2441, (or as said
ordinance may be codified) Application of Revenue, Effective Term, and Termination of Tax., is
hereby amended to read as follows:




Application of Revenue, Effective Term, and Termination of Tax.

The Revenue produced by the BID Tax shall be applied to the following purposes; and
the Revenue applied to each purpose and the effective term and termination of the Tax in respect
to each purpose shall be as follows:

A) The tax shall commence on the first day of the first month following publication
of this ordinance after adoption by the City of Mitchell, and the expiration of the
referendum period following publication. The City Finance Officer shall give all
affected persons at least twenty (20) days advance notice of the effective
commencement date of the Tax (as provided in this ordinance).

B) One dollar ($1.00) of the per room per night occupied room rental shall be applied
to the continued defrayal of the cost incurred by the City for the expansion of the
Mitchell Activity Center by the construction of the Second Sheet of Ice. At the time
when the sum of $400,000.00 of the portion of the Tax to be so applied (including all
such prior collections so applied), then the said portion of the Tax shall be applied to
the defrayal and reimbursement to the City for funds advanced for construction of the
Indoor Swimming Pool Facility until the sum of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00)
shall be so applied; and at the time when the sum so applied in respect to the Indoor
Swimming Pool Facility shall reach the sum of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00),
then that portion of the Tax shall terminate.

C) One-half Dollar ($0.50) of the per room per night occupied room rental shall be
applied to the support of the Sports and Events Authority. This portion of the Tax shall
be in effect for a term of three (3) years beginning on the date when this ordinance is
legally effective and shall automatically terminate unless further renewed by
subsequent ordinance.

D) (This paragraph is not amended and shall remain as previously provided.)

E) At the time of the termination provided for in subsection C) above, unless
renewed by further ordinance enactment of the City to be made only upon the consent
of the majority of the Lodging Establishments within BID No. 2, the tax shall be
reduced from $1.50 per rented room per night to $1.00 per rented room per night. At
such time when termination provided for in both subsections B) and C) has occurred,
unless the portion of the Tax provided for in C) above shall have been renewed, the Tax
shall be fully terminated and BID No. 2 shall be dissolved.

Section 4.

All portions and provisions of Ordinances 2441 and 2521 not amended or modified by
this ordinance shall continue and remain in effect according to the terms of said Ordinances 2441
and 2521. All portions and provisions of Ordinances 2441 and 2521 amended or modified by
this ordinance are hereby repealed.



Section 5.

The City Finance Officer shall cause notice of adoption of this ordinance to be published
in the official newspaper and twenty (20) days after the completed publication, unless the
referendum is invoked, this ordinance shall become effective.
