Section 1. (Recitals pursuant to SDCL Chapter 9-55)
The Governing Body of the City of Mitchell, SD, incorporates by reference all recitals

contained in previously adopted Ordinance No. 2441 as well as Ordinance No. 2521,
which amended Ordinance No. 2441, and supplements said recitals as follows:
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1. All recitals made in Ordinance No. 2441 and Ordinance No. 2521 are and shall be
deemed incorporated herein by reference with the same effect as if set out herein in full,
except as modified and/or supplemented as hereafter provided.

2. The continuation of the Sports and Events Authority (SEA), and the various activities
undertaken by the SEA, contributes to the welfare of the youth citizens of the City and
State, contributes to an increase in weekend long sporting events in the City, and helps
maintain a competitive posture in respect to other cities and states in the region in respect
to attracting events to the City which will utilize sporting activities in the City,
particularly weekend long events during the non-tourist season.

3. The business improvement board required by SDCL 9-55-5 has been established with
members appointed by prior resolution of the City Government, and said board remains
in existence. Said board has, through majority vote of its members who are business
operators or users of space within the existing boundaries of BID No. 2 have voted have
voted to approve the amendments as provided in the Resolution of Intent (Resolution No.
3378) and as further provided in this ordinance. For purposes of compliance with SDCL
Chapter 9-55, the City declares that said board exists prior to the adoption of this
ordinance and will continue after the adoption of this amendment, as provided in prior
resolutions of the Governing Body. Said board has recommended to the Governing Body
the modification of revenues to be raised under said BID No. 2 and the use and
application of the revenues collected pursuant thereto.

4. Hearing has been held as provided by law and the notice of hearing contained with the
previously enacted Resolution of Intent (Resolution No. 3378) and, at said hearing, the
Governing Body did receive evidence for and against the proposed modification of
revenues to be raised and the use and application thereof and any objection(s) thereto did
not equal or exceed a majority of the operators/owners of the motels and hotels within
BID No. 2.

5. The tax imposed and based on rooms rented by the lodging establishments (hotels and
motels) imposed upon transient guests does not exceed $2.00 per occupied room per
night.

6. The Resolution of Intent (Resolution No. 3378) relating to this ordinance was adopted
by the Governing Body on August 25, 2016.

7. The hearing on the proposed modifications of BID No. 2 was held on the 23rd day of
September, 2016 at 12:00 PM in the chambers of the Mitchell City Council, at City Hall,
612 N Main, Mitchell, SD, following the notice period provided by law. No objections to
the proposed modifications were made at said hearing or, alternatively, any objections
made were less than a majority of the hotels and motels in the BID and were insufficient
in number as required by law to terminate the proceedings as referenced herein.

8. The Business Improvement District (BID No. 2 as modified) was established pursuant
to SDCL Chapter 9-55.
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9. The purposes of the district remain as declared in Ordinances 2441 and 2521. The
hotel/motel businesses located within BID No. 2, as previously expanded and modified,
will be subject to the business tax of $1.50 per room per night on occupied rooms rented
to transient guests, as the same is defined and provided in SDCL Chapter 9-55. Said tax
shall be temporary as hereafter further described.

10. All boundaries remain as provided in Ordinance 2521 and are hereby incorporated by
reference to the same legal effect as if set out in full.

The Tax. There is hereby imposed, re-imposed, or continued a Tax upon the
businesses within BID No. 2, subject to the limitations hereafter stated, of $1.50 per
night per rented room on all Lodging Establishments with the Tax to commence and
end, and with the revenue collected to be applied as hereafter provided. The Tax
shall be paid and reported to the City on a form or forms provided by the City
Finance Office.

Section 3.
Section 3 of Ordinance 2521, amending Section 5 of Ordinance 2441, (or as said

ordinance may be codified) Application of Revenue, Effective Term, and Termination of
Tax., is hereby amended to read as follows:

Application of Revenue, Effective Term, and Termination of Tax.

The Revenue produced by the BID Tax shall be applied to the following purposes; and
the Revenue applied to each purpose and the effective term and termination of the Tax in
respect to each purpose shall be as follows:

A) The tax shall commence on the first day of the first month following publication
of this ordinance after adoption by the City of Mitchell, and the expiration of the
referendum period following publication. The City Finance Officer shall give all
affected persons at least twenty (20) days advance notice of the effective
commencement date of the Tax (as provided in this ordinance).

B) One dollar ($1.00) of the per room per night occupied room rental shall be applied
to the continued defrayal of the cost incurred by the City for the expansion of the
Mitchell Activity Center by the construction of the Second Sheet of Ice. At the time
when the sum of $400,000.00 of the portion of the Tax to be so applied (including all
such prior collections so applied), then the said portion of the Tax shall be applied to
the defrayal and reimbursement to the City for funds advanced for construction of the
Indoor Swimming Pool Facility until the sum of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00)
shall be so applied; and at the time when the sum so applied in respect to the Indoor
Swimming Pool Facility shall reach the sum of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00),
then that portion of the Tax shall terminate.
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C) One-half Dollar ($0.50) of the per room per night occupied room rental shall be
applied to the support of the Sports and Events Authority. This portion of the Tax shall
be in effect for a term of three (3) years beginning on the date when this ordinance is
legally effective and shall automatically terminate unless further renewed by
subsequent ordinance.

D) (This paragraph is not amended and shall remain as previously provided.)

E) At the time of the termination provided for in subsection C) above, unless
renewed by further ordinance enactment of the City to be made only upon the consent
of the majority of the Lodging Establishments within BID No. 2, the tax shall be
reduced from $1.50 per rented room per night to $1.00 per rented room per night. At
such time when termination provided for in both subsections B) and C) has occurred,
unless the portion of the Tax provided for in C) above shall have been renewed, the Tax
shall be fully terminated and BID No. 2 shall be dissolved.

~ Zoning District Amendment: Woodland Heights Planned Development District {Ethan Coop Lumber).

Dan Boehmer, representing Ethan Lumber, was present to answer questions about the proposed
amendments to their development. They are looking at amending the standards and uses of a two
areas of their project. In subarea A, they would like to allow one, two and three family dwellings and
change the lot width and square footage of a lots. In subarea C, they would like to clarify 12 units as a
permitted use and 13 or more as conditional use; change the lot width and square footage of a lots. The
commission recommended some additional language that addresses a ‘townhouse’ concept allows a
duplex or more units to be subdivided into smaller lots and that side yard setbacks on common walls be
waived. Putnam will draft some language and bring back to the commission. This was discussion only,
no action taken.

Possible Rezoning of City-Owned Properties. Putnam identified various city owned parcels that may be
considered to be rezoned. He asked if the commission had any initial concerns, before formal hearings
are schedules. The properties are currently used for ‘open space’ and ‘recreational’ purposes, but have
commercial and residential zoning designations. The one exception is the waste/water treatment plan
and old landfill properties, which are being used for city infrastructure and zoned UD.

EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYER
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(AIR VENTURE CUP - CONCLUSION) The 2016 Air Venture Cup event went well, with over
2,000 in attendance, and 170 free Young Eagles. The weather cooperated and the aircraft were able
to launch early Sunday morning.

(ALFALFA — SWITCH TO HAY / PASTURE GRASS) The airport is required to maintain
extended safety zones along runways, and RPZ approach surfaces. This is currently a combination of
grass and alfalfa. The 150 acres of alfalfa is becoming increasingly difficult to maintain. For
example, when advertised for agricultural leases, the airport has specified 150 acres to remain alfalfa.
Unfortunately alfalfa needs to be rotated every 3-4 years. This rotation creates tremendous expense,
and leaves those acres without any production for extended periods of time. Alfalfa is, also, difficult
to maintain in certain areas due to weeds, drought and not being able to use chemical applications.
The best solution to this issue would be to change the roughly 150 acres to a quality hayable grass.
This will still meet all safety requirements, and be easy to (maintain/advertise) and never need
rotation. The recommendation would be to use a Millborn #3 Hay & Pasture mix (quality yield), to
be seeded by the Davison County conservation district this fall. The cost for the seed and labor is
$13,975.00. The cost for this will be split between the Airport and the current lease holder Chad
Blindauer. The city’s portion will be deducted from the November payment. The City attorney will
draft an amendment to the current lease, and the future leases and advertisements will be changed
accordingly. A motion was made by Darren Brewster, seconded by Levi Koerner to amend the
current lease accordingly, spec a quality grass mix within the amendment, and specify to be planted
this fall. The motion passed.

(2016 — AIP UPDATES) The airport is still waiting for any estimates and schedules for the
completion of the 2016 parking lot project. The final items include additional asphalt, a small piece
of concrete and re-seeding the grass areas.

(ENTRANCE GATE — KEYPAD) Over the years, inquiries have been made regarding the current
DKS secure card reader vs. a keypad for access through the airport electric gate. The current DKS
has proven reliable and maintained at least a level of access security. If a key pad were to be
installed, it would more than likely be easier for codes to begin to circulate and eventually be the
equivalent of a simple toggle switch. The Board feels the access security will be best served with the
current system already in place. It has been proven to be secure and reliable.

EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYER
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(AIRPORT PROPERTY — GUN RANGE NE) A land owner with property adjacent to the north end
of the airport has inquired into the potential of purchasing property known as (the old gun range).
This property was part of a transfer to the City from the Federal government. Even if it were to be
sold, it would require FAA approval, and more than likely a mound of paperwork. Airports are
typically in the business of buying property around the airport perimeter for protection, not selling
property already owner. This would be an ill-advised maneuver. A motion was made by Levi
Koerner, seconded by Darren Brewster not to entertain the idea of selling this particular piece of
property or any other property already owned by the airport. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Darren Brewster and seconded by Levi Koerner to adjourn. Motion carried,
meeting adjourned.

Airport Report September 2016

Mowing operations are nearly complete for the season. Fall herbicide applications will be completed
has needed. Seasonal equipment inspections, updates and winter weather preparations are underway.
Airfield lighting repairs , runway inspections and advisories were maintained throughout the month.

The Department of Transportation completed falling weight deflectometer (FWD) testing on
runway 18-36. The tests will help determine continued life expectancy as well as future design
specifications. Arrangements are underway for the completion of the 153 acres of grass to replace
existing alfalfa sections. The planting is planned for early November to achieve a dormant seeding
operation. All applicable air venture cup event reimbursement receipts have been forwarded to the
Department of Aeronautics. The total qualifying portion for reimbursement for 2016 is $1,944.83.

The 2016 AIP parking lot project is very nearly complete. Re-seeding along Hanger Road has been
completed. A small section along the north side of the West parking lot and opposite end of the south
lot remain to be reseeded. Additionally the small asphalt wedge to be completed near the Randall
hanger remain. Hopefully this work will be completed within the week.

The month of September was hot and dry, We received some rain in September, 2016. We
received 2.39 inches of rain in September. On 09/26/2016, the Lake was down 1.0 inch from
being full. The lake temperature was 64.4 degrees The water consumption for September, 2016
was less, than in August, 2016, We didn’t pump any water from Lake Mitchell during the month
of September, 2016. All of the water that went fo the water fowers in September was from the
B-Y- Rural Water System, We brought in approximately 68.593-MG. of water from the B-Y
Rural Water system for the month of September, 2016. The daily average we brought in from the
B-Y - Rural Water System for the month of September, 2016 was 2.286 MGD. The peak day,
for the water we brought in from the B-Y- Rural Water System for September, 2016 was 3.183
MGD. The total we pumped into the water towers (effluent) was 70.260 MG of water for the
month of September, 2016. The average daily usage of water for the City of Mitchell for
September, 2016 was 2.342 MGD. The maximum peak day of water consumption for the month
of September, 2016 was 3.299 MGD, The month of July, 2012 was the biggest month, for water
we have ever taken from B-Y Water, which was 117.068 MG. We started getting water from
B-Y Water, on November 4®, 2003. The chemical cost for the month of September, 2016 was
$3,021.60 or $44.05 per MG. of water, which equates to .033 cents per unit (750 gallons). We
didn’t run the Water Plant in September, 2016. The cost was more, because we used more poly-
phosphate, Chlorine and ammonia. The south water tower was low in chlorine residual and we
had to boost it about a dozen times. When we don’t run the plant we exercise everything & make
sure that all the equipment works. All of the water basins are full and ready to treat water, if and
when we need to. We also have some chemicals contracted with Aqua-Pure. We paid a monthly
lease charge of $250.00 for the use of the Chlorine Dioxide Generator equipment for the month of
September, 2016. We renewed our chemical contract on 01/09/2015 with Aqua-Pure for two
years. The contract will go from January 1st, 2015 to January 1st, 2017.

The rates will stay the same:
-Raw Water treatment rates: .255/1,000 Gals. of Raw Water.
-Poly-Phosphate treatment for B-Y Water: $1.75/lb. of bagged chemical.
-CLo2 lease: $250/Month.

The SCADA telemetry in the water towers is working well. When we run the water plant, we
run approximately 2 to 3-hour’s, every week to keep fresh water in the basins and to make sure
that everything is kept in working order. This is usually done when there is no algae in the Lake
‘We operated the B-Y Rural Water 100% of the time in September, 2016. When we operate the
plant, we run one side at 1100 gpm.

more, but it does a better job for the taste and odor problem and we can use less of it. Our Filter
Monitoring System is working very well. We calibrated our Turbidity Analyzers and will send a
copy of the Calibration Data Sheet to Pierre quarterly to verify that we done it for the months
thronghout the year. There is an alarm system on the SCADA program. Most of the problems
are worked out of the SCADA system. There may be some changes from time to time.

.'TOC’S & Chlorite for September, 2016 wasn’t done, because we didn’t operate the Water
Plant enough.
. We still do our daily water tests as follows:

-Alkalinity - Total Hardness
-PH ~ Calcium Hardness

. Fluoride test for September, 2016 wasn’t required by the State, but we sent one sample to
Pierre just to sce how it compared to our fluoride tester in the Laboratory. The test came back
with a good result.
