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The majority of the Public Works Year End Report is written and compiled
by the Superintendents and others in the field.

While the large projects catch the public’s eye, the day to day activities of
keeping Mitchell’s huge infrastructure working usually goes un-noticed by
the general public.

This report will give brief documentation of the large projects completed, but
will focus on the daily activities of the Department of P lic Wworks
throughout the year.

Even mu. ™ -f thc " nerfar—- . (and expected by the public) is not
mentioned in this report other than this front summary. Those work items
include snow removal, sidewalk snow removal, wildlife management at the
Airport, storm management to keep water flowing into our storm water
system, preparedness for power outages including making sure the water
keeps flowing into your faucets and making sure the lift stations keep
pumping by taking generators around to the more than one dozen lift stations

in Mitchell.



A Brief discussion of the Large Projects completed by the Public Works
Department in 2005:

WATER DISTRIBUTION PHASE I - This project constructed a 24 inch
watermain distribution pipe on Kimball Street from the Plainsco area
(Hanson Ave.) South to Cabela Drive. This pipe is intended to improve
water pressure and capacity in the South part of Mitchell. Bid Price:
$1,723,763.75. Final cost: $1,721, 700.43. (Final cost includes a $6,800
refund from SPN to Mitchell’s Water Fund)

THIRD AVENUE: ROAD AND UTILITY IMPROVEMENTS - This
project reconstructed Third Avenue from Minnesota to Mentzer and three
blocks of side streets. Total reconstruction of Water, Sewer, Storm Sewer,
Curb and Gutter, Street and some sidewalk. Bid Price: $1,993,123.18.
Final Cost: $1,968,480.73.

COMMERCE STREET - From 8" Ave. West to 15" Ave. West. As part of
a negotiated agreement with CJM development, this street was paved in
2005. In return, the City received approximately 11 acres in the NW corner
of this section for drainage

SPRUCE/R.R. Signals - On Spruce Avenue, west of Burr Street, leading to
the Mitchell Livestock Sales Barn and Mitchell Technical Institute, a
lighted railroad crossing was installed. 80% State/20% Local funding.
MUNICIPAL STORAGE BUILDING NORTH - The South Wall of this
building was reconstructed in 2005.

Most other projects are mentioned in the Superintendent’s reports including street
work, Storm Sewer etc.
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Mitchell Annual Airport Report 2005

New for 2005 was the recommisioning of the crash fire rescue building . The new heating-
cooling system was completed in January. Additional updates were made to the plumbing and
garage door operators landscaping rock work ect .This building is working well , providing
additional needed space. The new Ford Sterling snow plow was also completed early 2005. This
truck has been outfitted to preform a wide range of tasks , and exceeded expectations . The
Airport did not have any (AIP) projects for 2005 . All available funding will be applied to the
2006 taxiway rehabilitation project. The Gebel house which has been present for many years at
the airport has been removed. All utilities were removed , the site was filled with dirt, packet and
re-seeded.. In 2005 all crop and pasture ground leases matured. All ground was advertised , and
bids accepted as follows, 896acres crop ground went to Don Blindauer $50,100 annually, Jack
Casey 20acres pasture $200 annually. This is a $5,300 annual increase over the previous lease
agreement. Ground will again be advertised in 2009. Mitchell telecom expressed interest in
running fiber-optic cable to the airport and made cable drops to various sites. This was a
welcome addition as there was no charge. Final hookups will be made in the spring of 2006.
Runway 17-35 received new paint on all markings. This was completed by the (DOT) painting
division. In an effort to increase security at the airport, a security gate card application process
was approved. This system gives the Airport Board more control with the issuance of security
gate proximity cards used at the airport. A concrete pad was added to a fire hydrant located near
the airport apron. This hydrant has been used in the past to re-fill aircraft used in fire fighting
with water. A training session was held at the airport with John O’Connell , of Letcher and the
Mitchell fire department , to demonstrate the procedure for filling aircraft with water. The
resulting information compiled from (FWD) testing completed by the (DOT) in 2004 , provided
valuable runway asphalt information. This information translated to a greater runway weight
capabilities. One of the larger aircraft this includes , would be the Gulf stream V. This aircraft
has a 90,0001b gross weight , with a single tandem landing gear configurations. Mitchell has now
been approved for up to 250 landings annually. The Mitchell airport obtained a deer kill permit
for 2005, this permit allows personal to eliminate deer that will not cooperate by means of
herding out gates. The airport had no deer present at the end of 2005, however the storm of
November has left large areas of fencing down. This week long storm was a challenge to airport
personnel and equipment. All indications are that FEMA will help cover up to 75% of the
associated fencing repairs . Preliminary estimates are as high as $85,000. The final outcome of
this will not be known until sometime in early to mid 2006.

EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYER
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(PCI) {Pavement Condition Index} testing was completed in 2005. This is completed through
the state (DOT), every 3 years . It compiles information regarding the condition of pavement
at the airport. This information is then used in helping with 5-year (AIP) project planning.

The heavy rains in the spring and continued showers into the summer kept mowing and chemical
applications at a strong pace throughout the season. The majority of snow plowing took place in
November , along with sanding in November and December. A decision was made regarding the
purchase of a decelerometer . This device will be used in measuring runway braking friction.
Funding for this device will come from our fuel tax fund in the amount of $3000. Pheasant
hunting was good for 2005. The month of October accounted for over 2000 people passing
through the airport .The total number of people utilizing the airport for 2005 was 8,673.

2005 BUILDING, PLANNING, AND ZONING DEPARTMENT SUMMARY

This report is to summarize various activities and projects of the building and planning
departments of the City of Mitchell.

The city has an active commercial and residential industry. Residential construction was
down slightly, but significantly stronger than a decade ago. Financing is still attractive,
and employment opportunities are available. Many of the housing developments listed in
this report are being filling in with residential construction. Some of them have all
infrastructure installed, while others are still in the planning stage. Indications are that
2006 will also be strong for residential development. There are many developments with
ample supply of building lots. Availability of infrastructure has be a major factor in
consideration of additional developments within the city or on the fringe area of the city.

Commercial activity was also strong in 2005. A listing of 2005 commercial permits is
also provided in this report. A number of the projects have the potential of producing
new jobs in the community, which will benefit the city. Discussion of the Multi-Purpose
center will be a part of the commercial development plans in the city. Land is available
for potential development, however like residential available infrastructure is a major
factor in appropriate sites. Additionally, we saw construction projects of various
institutions such as the hospital, university and government that supplement the quality of
life amenities we also need for community development.

In addition to construction activities the building and planning offices had other projects
in 2005. The planning department was involved with developers, economic development
officials, legal counsel and other city officials in the Tax Incremental Financing Districts.
The building and planning departments provided recommendations during the
recodification process. Specifically, the building code was updated to the International
Building Code of 2003 and supplemented with amendments. Historic Preservation
activities, such as the demolition of Graham Hall on DWU’s campus also took place in
2005. Both departments continue to implement and strategize about compliance with new
storm water regulations. The planning department provided assistance to the city
attorney in drafting an adult entertainment ordinance. Both departments assist in nuisance
complaints. Additionally, assistance is provided to other departments.

SUMMARY OF MS4 COMPLIANCE ACTIVITES

In compliance with the City of Mitchell’s Phase Il Permit Application for Storm
Water Discharges from small Municipal Separate Storm Systems (MS4) the city 1s
submitting this annual report. For reasons of brevity and avoiding repetition from
previous reports, we have highlighted completed 2005 activities and identified activities
not completed.

The city continues to take a proactive approach in implementing the standards and
objectives of NPDES permits and other applicable federal regulations. However, like
many new programs the regulatory, procedural, and technical aspects of the program are
evolving and the municipality is challenged to adjust accordingly. The city continues to
seek resources to provide support for compliance of the goals and objectives of MS4
activities. In 2005, the city council appropriated funds to acquire outreach material and
provide training opportunities for city staff. Additionally, they provided a contribution of
funds and city staff time to the newly formed statewide Stormwater Alliance
Organization. The city sees this as an excellent opportunity to collaborate with other
entities in providing efficient methods for environmental management.

The city is pleased to report that we have made si gnificant progress on a number
of goals and objectives identified in our permit. Admittedly, some of the projects are not
on the schedule we initially planned. Some of the projects may be abandoned due to
reconsideration of the effectiveness. One specific idea that we probably will not perform
is stenciling of curbs. After discussing with other communities and observation of like
projects, we have determined there may be more effective methods of conveying a
message of prohibiting illicit discharge. We are working with contractors, developers,
engineers, and city staff in developing a comprehensive plan specifically for new
developments and existing neighborhoods. Our local engineering firm has been
effectively working with clients in preparing SWPPP and other environmental
documents.

Overall, since the initial implementation of the city’s MS4 program a couple years
ago, the city has become more familiar with the mission of federal policy and are making
attempts to address the six minimum control measures which are as follows:

Public Education and Outreach

Public Involvement and Participation
Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination
Construction Site Runoff Control
Post-Construction Runoff Control
Pollution Prevention/Good Housekeeping
